(b) Wiltshire 2026  - Planning for Wiltshire’s Future
The Recommendations arising from Minute 08/09 having been proposed and duly seconded, amendments to the Recommendations were tabled and adopted.  A Substantive Motion was then proposed and duly seconded.

RESOLVED that policies for Chippenham be adopted by Wiltshire Council to:-

(i) Manage growth in a sustainable way to maximise community benefits and improve the quality of life for all residents.

(ii) Provide adequate schools and other infrastructure in a comprehensive portfolio of services as part of any major developments.  In particular the construction of any roads at an early stage before development is undertaken be a condition.
(iii) Prepare a more detailed assessment of Options showing the merit of each one.  In particular the possibility of development to the south of Pewsham (“Option 3”) be further investigated.
(iv) Identify and facilitate the development of land to be used for employment.  

(v) Resist the loss of existing recreational/sports land within the Town including the Middlefield School site, and promote the provision of additional facilities.

(vi) Work closely with the Chippenham Vision Group regarding development within the Town Centre

(vii) Protect and enhance the natural environment including the whole of the River Avon Valley (including the slopes from the 50m contour down to the river) to Kellaways and the Marden Valley to Calne.

(viii) Protect the whole of the Bird’s Marsh area including in particular the establishment of a “buffer” zone and ensure that the proposed employment land allocation in this area remains outside the boundary of Bird’s Marsh.
(ix) Report regularly to the Town Council on the formulation of Core Policies and/or any review under the Local Plan.
