CHIPPENHAM CONSERVATION AREA MANAGEMENT PLAN CONSULTATION DRAFT DECEMBER 2009 

A letter was received from the Lead Principal Conservation Officer, Wiltshire Council (copy in Minute Book) together with the draft Plan and the Conservation Area Appraisal.  
Members expressed concern that the Conservation Area Appraisal produced by the former North Wiltshire District Council in 2007 was now out of date and had been used to produce the Management Plan.  The Chairman encouraged Members to check areas in the Management Plan that fall within their Ward and report back to the next meeting.
It was noted that an exhibition will be held from Thursday 04 – Thursday 

11 February and a public meeting on Wednesday 10 February, both at the Monkton Park Offices and Members were encouraged to attend if possible.

PROPOSED TEMPORARY STREET CLOSURES/TRAFFIC MANAGEMENT
(i) Footpath 78, Weir Bridge, Chippenham 

Pursuant to Minute 96/09 Notice was received from Transport Development Services, Wiltshire Council regarding the temporary closure of the above footpath from its junction with Footpath 1, Lovers Walk in an easterly direction for 45m covering the Weir Bridge.   This Order which comes into force on Monday 01 February is to enable the Environment Agency to carry out essential maintenance to bridge railings.  

(ii) A4 Bath Road (part), Chippenham

Notice was received from Transport Development Services, Wiltshire Council regarding the introduction of a temporary one way traffic system on the above road from its junction with the Bridge Centre gyratory to its junction with Lowden Hill allowing traffic in a westerly direction only.  This Order which comes into force on Monday 15 February is to enable Wales & West Utilities to replace gas main and service connections.  

(iii) Pedestrian Crossing – Rowden Hill (A4), Chippenham

Pursuant to Minute 136(i)/09 an email was received from the Principal Highway Engineer, Wiltshire Council regarding the positioning of the proposed puffin crossing.

It is proposed that the formal advertisement will use the term ‘approximately’ to allow the crossing to be moved away from the immediacy of the garage exit.  The design will include road markings to clearly define the exit and will make sure the signal head on the offside of the crossing is suitably angled to ensure it is clearly seen by those exiting the garage.
