CHIPPENHAM CONSERVATION AREA MANAGEMENT PLAN CONSULTATION DRAFT DECEMBER 2009 

Pursuant to Minute 175/09 further consideration was given to the Chippenham Conservation Area Management Plan.

RESOLVED that the following comments be forwarded to Wiltshire Council:-
This plan is based on a survey which is now some years old and it would not be practical to update the whole survey at this time.  The management plan should however be shown to have taken account of all changes which have taken place since the survey which affect the new proposals.  This has not been done.  For example, in Area 4 it is suggested that the forecourt of the station be redesigned but this was completed some years ago.  Similarly with the enhancement of the pavement on the Causeway.  Area 3 guideline 6 has also been completed.  Whether the work in these cases meets the full requirement of the plan is not known.

These changes may result in some proposals being deleted or changed.  Until this is done the plan will have no credibility with the public and will not be a definitive enforceable policy.   An updated 2010 edition is needed.
It is appreciated that a great deal of work has gone into the plan and it contains some very good proposals.  However the layout is not user friendly.  The mass of detail and repetition would make it a very difficult document to use effectively.
There are errors of fact, e.g. in Area 18 – the Vauxhall Garage and Kwik-Fit are shown as in London Road when they are in the Causeway.  The authors of the report appear to lack local knowledge of Chippenham.
Members who attended the public meeting/exhibition were disappointed with the lack of information/knowledge available.

Layout of the plan

Many of the guidelines and enhancement proposals are repeated in a number of the character area proposals, often with different wordings and sometimes classified as a guideline or an enhancement.  Most of these could be of general application throughout the conservation area.  Ideally any specific policy in a character area list should only refer to that area and more general policies should be grouped as policies which apply to the whole conservation area.

There are two other issues which are not confined to a single area.  These are changing one-way roads into two-way which affects five areas but will need to be considered as a single issue and the river valley which affects two areas.  These could be shown as separate issues in the plan.

All guidelines and enhancement proposals which are applicable to the majority of the individual areas are included in the first six development guidelines in the summary.  

Other guidelines which are of area wide application are:

Archaeological potential – Area 6 no 1, Area 2 no 1

Enhancing the character of conservation area – Area 4 no 3

Unauthorised development and enforcement – Area 1 no 1 policy need not be confined to Article 4 cases
Locate overhead cables underground – needs one policy with priority list

Removal of superfluous signs, etc.

Replacement of illuminated signs with reflective signs – Area 1 no 8

Painting of street furniture – Area 1 no 7

The inclusion of repairs to the road surface and repainting of road markings in Area 1 no 6 is not appropriate to this policy and it is the statutory duty of the Highway Authority but using less prominent markings for double yellow lines would be desirable for the whole of the conservation area.
