The County of Wiltshire (Chippenham and Chippenham Without) 
(Prohibition and Restriction of Waiting, Taxi Rank Clearways and On Street 
Parking) Consolidation Order 2010 (Amendment No. 1) Order 2010 

A Public Notice and Statement of Reasons for the above were received from the Traffic Order Team, Wiltshire Council (copy in Minute Book).   

RESOLVED that the following comments be forwarded to Wiltshire Council:-
(i) Maps provided are unclear and some roads divided between several pages.
(ii) The proposals should have been advertised in the Gazette and Herald which has a larger circulation than the Wiltshire Times.
(iii) Residents have not been informed adequately and notices not displayed in suitable positions.
(iv) An objection is lodged to Traffic Orders for Monkton Park until the following issues are addressed:-
· Parking is currently allowed along large sections of Cocklebury Road which means it is effectively single file and difficult for residents to access properties.  A waiting restriction of say 1-2 hours would be more useful.
· There are no additional restrictions proposed on Sadlers Mead.  Parking is allowed on both sides of this road near Monkton Park primary school (restrictions apply just outside the school) making it dangerous for pupils and difficult for the bus.

· The area of greatest concern is from the end of the no waiting sign on the south side of Cocklebury Road just after the bend and before the History Centre (which is on the opposite side of the road) to the junction with Darcy Close/Esmead.  There is currently no waiting on the History Centre side of the road but no restrictions past the College and Exhaust Centre.  Currently 2 cars cannot pass easily at either end during the day when cars are parked bumper to bumper. Whilst emergency vehicles will get through this is one of the issues that residents complain about most.

· The stretch of road at the end of Cocklebury Road where no waiting restrictions are proposed rarely has any cars parked there so is less of a problem but commuters are parking further and further up the road so it may become as issue soon.
