DEVELOPMENT OF WESTINGHOUSE SPORTS GROUND


Arising from Minutes 84/10, 72/10, 108(ii)/10 and 122/10 Members received 
a short 
presentation on the above from representatives of Linden Homes.  
Following a stakeholder event in June and a meeting with Wiltshire Council, 
changes have been made to the proposals and a planning application would 
be submitted before Christmas.

In June 100 dwellings were planned but this has currently changed to 78 
dwellings with fewer 3 storey units and homes of a more traditional style than 
those built on the Cattle Market site.  It is currently proposed that 30% 
affordable housing and 5% low cost housing be provided with 
education/highway contributions offered.  One acre of public open space and 
in excess of 150% parking is proposed.

A feedback newsletter is due to be circulated to those who attended the 
consultation in June and also to Town and Ward Councillors.


The Chairman thanked Linden Homes for the update but confirmed that the 
Town Council had no pre-disposition to approve the planning application or 
otherwise.
