PROPOSED TEMPORARY STREET CLOSURES/TRAFFIC MANAGEMENT

Proposed Pedestrian and Cycle Improvements at Hardenhuish Lane  

Pursuant to Minute 104/09 Cllr Mrs M Pile gave a verbal report on the 
meeting she attended at Chippenham Police Station 
on 22 October 2009.


The meeting was well attended by representatives from Wiltshire Police, the 
Highway Authority, Councillors, local schools and residents.  There are no 
significant changes to the original plans, just fine tuning.   The following 
improvements
are proposed:-

Old Hardenhuish Lane - double yellow lines are planned at the junction and 
will be included in the overall scheme.  Barriers will be placed across the
entrance to footpaths and a new length of payment adjacent to the grass verge 
will deter car parking.


Bristol Road Car Park – students are being encouraged to park here and 
funding required to upgrade the pathway and lighting is awaited.

Hardenhuish Lane – there will be a combined cycle way and pedestrian area 
from Ridings Mead to Sheldon School together with repairs to the path.  
Crossing points are planned by the Church car park and opposite 
Hardenhuish School together with improvements to all “school” signs.  A 
disabled parking bay will be added by the Church. Improvements will be 
made to the entrances of both schools.  30mph roundels will be painted on the 
road.


Subject to small changes everyone at the meeting accepted the plans and a 
public consultation is not planned.  Both schools were represented and it is 
hoped that they will be happy with the improvements  but if not a further 
meeting may take place on 20 January 2010 at 3.00pm.  Agreed plans will be 
on display at both schools and it is hoped that work will commence in early 
2010.  

RESOLVED that Wiltshire Council be thanked for carrying out such a thorough consultation process.

LOCAL PLAN ISSUES
Wiltshire 2026 – Planning for Wiltshire’s Future
Two letters were received from the Service Director, Economy and 
Enterprise, Wiltshire Council (copies in Minute Book) together with a copy 
of the above document.  

Wiltshire Council is preparing a Core Strategy to plan for sustainable growth 
in Wiltshire up to 2026.  This will start to replace and update the policies 
within the former district councils’ Local Plans.  Since early 2009 the 
Council has been preparing a document for public consultation.  
The consultation starts on 30 October and ends of 31 December 2009 and a 
series of exhibitions and workshops have been arranged.  There will be an 
exhibition for the Chippenham Community Area in the Neeld Hall on Friday 
06 November 2009 from 1pm – 7pm.  This will be followed by a workshop 
from 7pm – 8.30pm to which two Town Council representatives have been 
invited to attend.

· Wiltshire Council be informed that the Chairman and Vice-Chairman of the Planning and Environment Committee will attend the workshop on 06 November as approved duty.

· All Members be informed of the time and date of the exhibition.

· Wiltshire Council be informed that information regarding the consultation was received at the last minute allowing less than two months for consideration and debate, as the timescale includes the Christmas period.  This is not sufficient time and the Town Council formally request that it be extended until the end of January.
· An additional meeting be arranged for Wiltshire Council to meet with Members of the Town Council and all Members be encouraged to attend.  If an additional meeting cannot be arranged, then a presentation should be incorporated into the December meeting of the Planning and Environment Committee.
